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QMDC is not adverse to mining
activity if the following issues can
be effectively managed, mitigated
or preferably avoided.
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Mining that disturbs areas of good
quality soil (agricultural land) and is
not able to be rehabillitated to its
former productive state, could mean
good soll, productive farming land is
lost forever.
