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Youth build skills for sustainable rural industries 
Senior Agriculture Science from across southern Queensland converged on “By Gum” near Miles last week as part of the annual “Property Planning” program offered by the Queensland Murray-Darling Committee (QMDC).

Over 60 students and teachers investigated the steps involved in developing a property management plan, including consideration of the natural resources, goals and limitations of the property. 

The students assessed and monitored riverine environments, soil health, cultural heritage values, weed management and biodiversity values. Keith Richardson, the owner of By Gum, was happy to host the program and believes it is important to provide such opportunities to youth to build their experience and understanding of sustainable property management in a range of contexts.
